Airspace System by Sept. 30, 2015

Establish test ranges to develop UAS technology

Caseby-case approval of public and commercial

Current Regulation - General

careless or reckless manner so as to endanger the life or
property of another.

14 C.F.R.91.1190 Minimum altitudes for safe flight
Floor of navigable airspace
5000 for uncongested areas
10000 for congested areas
Necessary for takeoff and landing
